Before using Dräger masks and filters,
the user must know that protected by a
filter canister, the user is not isolated
from his surroundings.

At all times the condition of the ambient
air must be known including knowledge
of the oxygen concentration. The oxygen
concentration must be within the limits
of local or state regulations (e.g. > 17%
O2 by volume). Other harmful gases or
vapour concentrations must also be
known before commencing work.

Selection of the suitable face mask and
filter depends on the type of work to be
carried out as well as the condition of
the atmosphere (other factors may have
to be taken into consideration when
selecting a mask and filter system).

In addition, the particle filter is
also available as FMP2-version (filtration
efficiency > 94%).

The circular pleat filter, designed using
the latest in microfibre technology, has a
highly effective surface area. As a result,
the breathing resistance is perceptibly
reduced.

The two point fabric head harness is
highly elastic and very soft, reducing the
pulling forces on the wearer’s head.

Despite offering all these comfort fea-
tures, Picco20 actually reduces costs in
the long term. All the mask consumables
are available and can be easily replaced.
Picco20 can be cleaned in a normal
washing machine.
